Participants in Wood Badge for the 21
st
 Century attend a 

two weekend course. Weekend session runs from Friday 

morning until Sunday afternoon as well as Saturday 

morning until Monday afternoon... 

Course attendees begin their Wood Badge experience as 

Cub Scouts, then over time, bridge into Boy Scouting and 

form as a patrol for the balance of the course. Selected 

staff members are designated as troop guides to work 

with the patrol during the course. To cap the whole 

Scouting progression, several staff members serve in the 

role of a Venturing crew, working side-by-side with the 

troop during their outdoor experience. 

The whole course models first-hand what a Scout 

experiences during a month as a Scout. During this 

training, participants are given the opportunity to assume 

leadership roles to plan and carry out an extended 

outdoor experience.
